We invite you to spend some time with
us in the cold of a Wisconsin winter. Meet
Frank, Emma, Haynes, and Welch. They are
Americans. So are we. In these actual divisive
times, it is good to step back and take note. A
contamination can quickly spread. If we don't
recognize it and take action, we may never know
how it has infected us and changed the face of
this great American experiment.
