It is my great pleasure and honor to welcome you to our 2022 Season!

After returning to the stage in 2021, we are so proud to be back to producing
consistently. Getting to this moment took careful planning from a lot of people,
and I'm really grateful for everyone who has worked to make this happen!

Here we are for the first production of our 2022 Season—Kenneth Lonergan’s
complex Lobby Hero. Written in the early 2000s, this play has haunting parallels
to the world we live in now—some 20 years later. We felt that now was the right
time for Lobby Hero as conversations about abuse of power, sexism, race, and
injustice are still at the forefront of our day to day.
